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Introduction 
 
 

The Catechism of the Catholic Church is a sure and authentic 
compendium of the Church’s teaching. It provides a means to 
help Catholics deepen their understanding of the faith. As 
Catholics, we believe that our faith is meant to make a 
difference in the communities, societies, and world in which we 
live. We can start making that difference by following Christ’s 
call to be neighbor. The Catechism of the Catholic Church 
provides us with some of the steps to begin: 

 
Those who with God’s help have welcomed Christ’s call and 
freely responded to it are urged on by love of Christ to proclaim 
the Good News everywhere in the world. This treasure, received 
from the apostles, has been faithfully guarded by their 
successors. All Christ’s faithful are called to hand it on from 
generation to generation, by professing the faith, by living it in 
fraternal sharing, and by celebrating it in liturgy and prayer 
(Catechism of the Catholic Church [CCC], no. 3) 
 
Being Neighbor: The Catechism and Social Justice is intended 
as a prayer resource to highlight some of the social justice 
teachings of the Catechism of the Catholic Church in the context 
of Catholic social teaching. Being Neighbor can be used in 
individual prayer, in a small-faith sharing group, in a classroom 
setting, or in a liturgical context with an emphasis on the social 
mission of the Church. 
 
May we always keep focused on our Lord Jesus Christ’s 
mission: Love God and love your neighbor. By loving our 
neighbor, we grow deeper in our love for God.

Certainly, it is the proper function of authority to 
arbitrate, in the name of the common good, between various 
particular interests; but it should make accessible to each what 
is needed to lead a truly human life: food, clothing, health, work, 
education and culture, suitable information, the right to establish 
a family, and so on” (CCC, no. 1908).

‘The demands of justice must be satisfied first 
of all; that which is already due in justice is not to be offered as 
a gift of charity.’  When we attend to the needs of those in want, 
we give them what is theirs, not ours.  More than performing 
works of mercy, we are paying a debt of justice.” (CCC, no.

 “Various causes of a religious, political, economic, and financial 
nature today give ‘the social question a worldwide dimension.’  
There must be solidarity among nations which are already 
politically interdependent. It is even more essential when it is a 
question of dismantling the ‘perverse mechanisms’ that impede 
the development of the less advanced countries.  In place of 
abusive if not usurious financial systems, iniquitous commercial 
relations among nations, and the arms race, there must be 
substituted a common effort to mobilize resources toward 
objectives of moral, cultural, and economic development, 
‘redefining the priorities and hierarchies of values’” (CCC, no. 
2438).

“Each creature possesses its own particular goodness and 
perfection.  For each one of the works of the ‘six days’ it is said: 
‘And God saw that it was good.’  ‘By the very nature of creation, 
material being is endowed with its own stability, truth, and 
excellence, its own order and laws.”  Each of the various 
creatures, willed in its own being, reflects in its own way a ray of 
God’s infinite wisdom and goodness.  Man must therefore 
respect the particular goodness of every creature, to avoid any 
disordered use of things which would be in contempt of the 
Creator and would bring disastrous consequences for human 
beings and their environment.”
