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The Church in Africa faces grim challenges: political unrest, HIV/AIDS,

extreme poverty, and overwhelming national debts. However, these obstacles do
not stop African parishioners from practicing their faith with zeal. The Church in
Africa—"the continent of hope”—is also the most rapidly expanding segment of the

Catholic Church.
