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BISHOPS' COMMITTEE RESPONDS TO
EUCHARISTIC DOCTRINE STATEMENT

WASHINGTON~-The U.S. Catholic Bishops' Committee for Ecumenical
and Interreligious Affairs (BCEIA) has issued a statemnt of re-
sponse to the "Agreed Statement on Eucharistic Doctrine" adopted
late last year by an international Anglican and Roman Catholic
commission.

The BCEIA said it was happy to observe that serious dialogue
on the Eucharist, as recommended by the Second Vatican Council's
Decree On Ecumenism, "has been so successfully employed at the
highest level by representatives of the Anglican and Roman Cath-
olic Communion. And, above all, that this dialogue has issued
in the 'Agreed Statement on Eucharistic Doctrine.'"

The BCEIA expressed hope that differences dividing Anglicans
and Roman Catholics on the subject of the Eucharist can be re-
solved on the principles of the Agreed Statement.

Last December 31, an international Anglican-Catholic commis-
sion established by Pope Paul VI and Anglican Archbishop Michael
Ramsey of Canterbury released a statement of "substantial agree-
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
