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CHURCHES URGED TO ACCORD WOMEN
FULL RIGHT OF PARTICIPATION

WASHINGTON--The Worship and Mission Section of the Roman Catholic/
Presbyterian and Reformed Consultation has recommended that quali-
fied women "be given full and equal participation in policy and
decision-making, and voice in places of power, in the Churches on
local, regional, national and world levels."
A statement released by the Worship and Mission Section also
recommended:
--That seminary education in all the Churches be open to
qualified women.
--That qualified women be admitted to ordination.
—-That Churches for which the ordination of women presents
theological difficulties and which have not made a
theological study of the matter establish a'committee

to investigate the problem and make recommendations.
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
