Directions: Answer the following questions by circling the correct response. 

 

 

1. TRUE or FALSE: If all the poor in the United States lived in the same    

    state, it would be the largest state in the nation – the   

   state of “Poverty, USA.”  

 

2. TRUE or FALSE:  Most Americans could get out of poverty if they only had   

   a job.  

 

3. TRUE or FALSE:  One of every five children in America lives in poverty.  

 

4. TRUE or FALSE:  Adults who have regular work, but remain poor – the "working 

poor" in America – are growing even poorer. 

 

5. TRUE or FALSE:  The government says that a family of four is poor if it   

   earns $25,000 annually.
