SIMPLE STEPS

1. ANNOUNCE the collection in your parish, using the
bulletin announcements and parish appeal provided,
so your parishioners know what it is, when to expect it,
and why they should support it. This is the best way to
ensure the success of the collection.

2. PREACH about the realities of poverty in the United
States and the importance of standing in solidarity with
those on the margins. The Eucharist, celebrated as a com-
munity, teaches us about human dignity and calls us to
right relationship with God, ourselves, and others. As the
Body of Christ, it sends us on a mission to help transform

our communities, neighborhoods, and world.

3. PRAY for the intercession of Our Lady of Guadalupe in
support of justice, so that those living in poverty will be
comforted and lifted up, and so that they will receive
a lasting opportunity to preserve their human dignity
through meaningful work.

For our Holy Father, Pope Francis, our bishop, N.,
and all Church leaders, that they will continue to
proclaim Christ’s love and compassion for the poor
as they educate the Church about the need to work
for justice in our world, let us pray to the Lord.
