Dear Pastor/Parish Administrator,

Across the country, many Americans struggle to make ends
meet in the face of rising costs of housing, food, education,
and healthcare. This phenomenon is not isolated just to major
cities; it extends throughout all regions, including outside the
continental United States. In Hawaii, where the high cost of
imported goods drives up expenses, this problem is especially
severe. According to 2024 data from the US Department

of Housing and Urban Development, a single person earn-
ing nearly $78,000 annually in Honolulu is considered
low-income.

Confronting high living costs and systemic discrimination,
Hawaiian Native women reentering society after incarceration
struggle to find employment that pays a living wage so they can
build thriving lives for themselves and their families. Pacific
Peer Connection (PPC) empowers these women by training
them to become peer support specialists, converting their expe-
riences of trauma, addiction, mental health challenges, and
incarceration into valuable assets. By creating peer support jobs
and offering other leadership experiences, PPC helps address
the root causes of poverty by guiding community members to
use their own experiences to assist others facing the

same challenges.

This peer-to-peer, community-based approach embodies the
principles of the Catholic Campaign for Human Development
(CCHD). With grant funding from CCHD, PPC is

strengthening its ability to train leaders and promote advocacy
that empowers Hawaiians facing significant challenges. When
you give to the CCHD collection, 25% of your contribution
stays within your own diocese, so you also help your own com-
munity build on this legacy of success.
