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100 CHAPTER II

The Litany of Supplication

154. Then all rise. With his miter put aside, the Bishop standing, with hands 
joined, faces the people and invites them to pray:
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Let us pray, dearly beloved, to God the 
almighty Father, 

that he pour forth heavenly gifts in abundance on 
this his servant,

whom he has chosen for the office of the Priesthood.

155. Then the elect prostrates himself and the Litany is sung, with all 
responding. On Sundays and during Easter Time, all others remain stand-
ing; on other days, however, they kneel. In this case the Deacon says:
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Let us kneel.

The cantors then begin the Litany, as above in no. 127 (for the chant, cf. 
Appendix I), but the invocations concerning the elect are said in the singular.

156. After the singing of the Litany, the Bishop standing, with hands 
extended, says:
