280. Wearing diaconal vestments, the newly ordained go to the Bishop. 
Each of the newly ordained kneels before the Bishop, who places the Book 
of the Gospels into his hands, while saying to each one:

Receive the Gospel of Christ, 
whose herald you have become.
Believe what you read, 
teach what you believe, 
and practice what you teach.

281. Meanwhile, the following antiphon may be sung with Psalm 117 (116):

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Or, another appropriate liturgical song with a similar theme to the antiphon 
may be sung.
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Psalm 117 (116)
1 O praise the Lord, all you nations; *

acclaim him, all you peoples!
2 For his mercy has prevailed over us; *

and the faithfulness of the Lord endures forever. R.
